Visionary Tuition Fund

The Visionary Tuition Fund provides an opportunity for a family or individual(s) to supply
financial resources for tuition expenses prior to a student’s enrollment at Saint Paul. Funds for this
purpose can be deposited at the school without time, frequency, or amount restrictions. All monies
provided in this way will be accounted to a designated fund and held secure until the time the
student identified by the fund is accepted at Saint Paul.

The Visionary Tuition Fund is a tool to assist with the financial responsibilities of attending
Saint Paul during the years leading up to enrollment. Resources provided in this way are not tax
deductible contributions. They do however, ease the financial burden during the high school years
and guarantee the tuition rate at the time the fund is started if a minimum of one (1) year tuition is
secured in the fund at least two (2) years prior to the student’s acceptance. Tuition is based on the
current fiscal year published rate. An account requires a $100.00 minimum deposit to be opened.
The principle is refundable upon request if the student is unable to attend Saint Paul.
